Case Management Collaborative
The Massachusetts Department of Public Health, HIV /AIDS Bureau and the Boston Public Health Commission, HIV/AIDS Services Division continued their Case Management Collaborative with a statewide procurement of case management services. The FY 2005 RFR combined Federal (Ryan White Part A and B) and State funding for case management services across the state and EMA. 
The RFR was designed so that all dollars for case management could be issued through a single process. The purpose of the RFR was to improve the quality of life for PLWH across the state by funding an effective continuum of case management services, while reducing duplication of effort and utilizing dollars in a more effective manner. The priorities of the RFR were to fund case management services that help clients enter into and remain in primary care. Case management programs establish and maintain effective linkages with primary care and other service providers and ensure that case management services are not being duplicated across providers. In the process, programs facilitate each client’s progress towards self-sufficiency. Services are also provided within a harm reduction framework and include basic risk-assessment and risk-reduction planning.
